During the two
weeks of the course, adult educators from all over Europe will
cooperate for the implementation of a real digital project, working
together with the members of the hosting non-profit organization.

LEARNING OUTCOMES

The training program focuses on media literacy in the field of mobile
photography and audio-visual production, digital storytelling and
project management. Divided into smaller groups, participants will
produce a short film clip by using mobile technology (smartphones /
tablets), including: Online Collaboration Platforms, Photography,
Photo editing, Video recording, Video editing, Audio recording, Audio
editing, Publishing, Promotion, Project management.

By project based learning, the participants will have the opportunity to
master theoretical knowledge as well as practical work, gain valuable
experience in different types of media as well as project planning and
implementation.
